
AutoCAD Architecture – Advanced Course

project, create tool catalogs and styles, and export to different output formats.

Students practice different installation setups, create new styles, edit section/elevation objects, use ACE 
dimensions, display themes, and mask blocks.

Before using this courseware, the student should be able to add grids, fixtures, floors, walls, ceilings, roofs, 
doors, walls, and stairs to a building model. The student should also have created output that includes different 
views, annotations, tables, and legends.
